Licences for Provision of Internet Services have been issued under the provisions of Section 4 of Indian Telegraph Act 1885. The Licence  Agreement stipulates under its terms and conditions that the services or service means Internet Access /content services except telephony on Internet. Provisioning of VPN services is not covered under the terms and conditions of the Licence .

It is understood that some ISPs are providing VPN services in contravention to the terms and conditions of the Licence Agreement. Clause 1.12.1 of Schedule C part II of the Licence  stipulates that the Licencee shall not engage provision of any other telecom service unless so licensed.

It is therefore, hereby, directed that the ISP Licencees indulging in provision of VPN services must discontinue such services within 30 days from the date of issue of this letter unless otherwise permitted by the competent authority.

Clause 1.12.1 of Schedule C part II of the Licence stipulates that  the Licencee shall not engage provision of any other telecom service unless so licensed.

It is therefore, hereby, directed that the ISP Licencees indulging in provision of VPN services must discontinue such services within 30 days from the date of issue of this letter unless otherwise permitted by the competent authority.
