Parties:- The parties to the Contract are the contractor (the
tenderer to whom the work has been awarded) and the Government
of India through the Department of Telecom for and on behalf of the
President of India.

Addresses:- For all purposes of the contract including arbitration
there under, the address of the contractor mentioned in the tender
shall be final unless the contractor notifies a change of address by a
separate letter sent by registered post with acknowledgement due to
the Department of Telecom. The contractor shall be solely
responsible for the consequences of any omission or error to notify
change of address in the aforesaid manner.

Earnest Money:

Earnest Money of Rs.20,000/- (in words-Rupees Twenty Thousands
Only) in the form of Bank Guarantee/demand draft of any
nationalized bank must be deposited by bidders along with their
duly filled up tenders documents. The validity of the Bank
Guarantee/demand draft need to be up to 6 (six) months starting
from 24.10.2007.The Bank Guarantee/demand draft shall be in
favour of PAO(HQ), DOT, Sanchar Bhawan, Ashoka Road, New

No request for transfer of any previous deposit of earnest money or
security deposit or payment of any pending bill held by the
Department in respect of any previous work will be entertained.

Tenderer shall not be permitted to withdraw his offer or modify the
terms and conditions thereof.

4. Preparation and Submission of Tender:

The tender should be submitted in two parts namely Technical Bid (in
form given in Annexure-III) along with Earnest Money Deposit and
Commercial Bid (in form given in Annexure-IV) and each should be kept
in a separate wax sealed cover. Both the bids should be kept in another
sealed cover addressed to the undersigned. The outer envelope containing
wax sealed cover should bear the address, Tender Number and date,
subject of tender, date and time of opening of the same.

5. Signing of Tender:

The Commercial Bids of those tenderers who are found technically
compliant, will be opened on a specified date and time to be
intimated to the respective tenderer. A duly constituted Tender
Evaluation Committee (TEC) will evaluate the Commercial Bids.

Rate to be quoted separately for Air conditioned and non-Air
conditioned taxis on daily basis and monthly basis and for each
kind of fuel i.e. diesel, petrol & CNG/LPG driven taxis separately.

The rate to be quoted for taxis on monthly basis up to 2500/3000
Kms. use in a month. If the vehicle is not used for 2500/3000 Kms.
in a particular month, the balance of unused Kms. will be adjusted
in the successive months. The price quoted shall be firm and final
for the entire period of contract.

Nothing extra will be paid towards taxes, if tax rates are increased
during the currency of contract. However benefit of reduction in
taxes will be passed on to the Government.

Terms of payment as stated in the Tender Documents shall be final.
At the time of payment of bills, the taxes liable to be deducted, if
any, shall be deducted at source as per Government rules and

guidelines as may be prevailing at the time of payment.

National Institute of Communication Finance has five working days
in a week.



8. Validity of the Bids:

The bids shall be valid for a period of 180 days from the date of opening of
the tenders.

9. Opening of Tender:

The tenderer is at liberty either himself or authorize, not more than one
representative to be present at the opening of the tender. The
representative attending the opening of the tender on behalf of the
tenderer should bring with him a letter of authority from the tenderer and
proof of identification.

10. Criterion for Evaluation of Tender:

The evaluation of the tenders will be made first on the basis of technical
information furnished in form given in Annexure-III and then on the basis
of commercial information furnished in form given in Annexure-IV. The
Commercial bid (Annexure-IV) of such firms found valid based on
technical parameters (as per annexure-III) will be opened on the date,
time and venue to be announced after opening of the Technical Bid. L1
bidders will be decided separately for all the categories i.e. vehicle on daily
and monthly requirement basis. The reasons for selection or rejection of a
particular tender will not be disclosed. The award of work will be further
subject to any specific terms and conditions of the contract given in Part-
II of Annexure-II of this NIT.

11. Right of Acceptance:

11.1 The General Manager (Finance), National Institute of
Communication Finance reserves all rights to reject any tender
including of those tenderes who fail to comply with the instructions
without assigning any reason whatsoever and does not bind itself to
accept the lowest or any specific tender. The decision of General
Manager (Finance), National Institute of Communication Finance, in
this regard shall be final and binding.

11.2 Any failure on the part of the contractor to observe the prescribed
procedure and any attempt to canvass for the work will prejudice
the contractor’s quotation.

12. Communication of Acceptance:

Necessary instructions regarding the amount and time provided for
security deposit will be communicated.



13. Security Deposit:

The Bank Guarantee/ demand draft can be forfeited by order of the
General Manager (Finance), National Institute of Communication
Finance in the event of any breach or negligence or non-observance
of any terms/condition of contract or for unsatisfactory
performance or for non-acceptance of the work order.

In case of breach of any conditions of the contract and for all type of
losses caused including excess cost due to hiring of Taxi from the
market in the event of Contractor failing to provide requisitioned
taxis or not providing Taxis, General Manager (Finance), National
Institute of Communication Finance shall make deductions at
double the rate of Hiring rate on prorata basis from the bills
preferred by the Contractor or that may become due to the
contractor under this or any other contract or from the security
deposit or may be demanded from him to be paid within seven days
to the credit of the Department of Telecom.

The powers of the General Manager (Finance), National Institute of
Communication Finance under this conditions shall in no way
affect or prejudice the powers in certain events to terminate the
contract vested in him as herein provided nor forfeiture of deposit
mentioned under clause 14 above.

15. Disclaimer

The near relatives of employees of O/o General Manager (Finance),
National Institute of Communication Finance, ALT Complex are prohibited
from participation in this tender. The near relatives for this purpose are
defined as:-

(@) Members of a Hindu Undivided Family.

In case of breach of any of terms and conditions mentioned above,
the Competent Authority will have the right to cancel the work order
without assigning any reason thereof, and nothing will be payable by this
Department in that event and the security deposit in the form of
performance Bank Guarantee shall be encashed.

17. Subletting of Work:

The firm shall not assign or sublet the work or any part of it to any
other person or party without having first obtained permission in writing
of the General Manager (Finance), National Institute of Communication
Finance which he/she will be at liberty to refuse if she/he thinks fit.

18. The tender is not transferable. Only one tender shall be submitted by
one tenderer.

19. Terms of payment:

CONTRACT

The Taxis will generally be required by National Institute of
Communication Finance at ALT Complex, Ghaziabad for carrying
Departmental Officers/Guest Faculty/trainees or other dignitaries
from Ghaziabad to Delhi/New Delhi and back to Ghaziabad and
adjoining areas of Ghaziabad to NICF, Ghaziabad and/or vice versa.
They may also be required for other types of journey such as
carrying participants on outgoing trips etc.

NICF will generally make the requisition for the taxis one to two
days before the commencement of the actual journey. However, at
times urgent requisition for Taxis may also be made which shall
have to be complied with.

“Half Day” would imply a run of the taxi up to 40 Kilometers and 5
hours duration. Only if the taxi is used beyond 5 hours duration
and beyond 40 Kilometer, payment would be made for “Full Day”.
For additional Kilometers done within 5 hours or additional hours
done within 40 Kilometers run, charges per Kilometer or per hour
would be payable in accordance with the quotation of the firm.

Meter reading will start/terminate from Garage to Garage.

No mileage will be allowed for lunch/tea of the driver. Driver should
carry his lunch.

Driver should be in proper uniform, well versed with Delhi and
Ghaziabad routes and places specially location of NICF. He should
be well behaved and courteous to the passengers. The driver
should be carrying a mobile phone, whose number will be
communicated to the NICF authorities before start of the trip.
