The USP shall not recover any charges towards installation, registration security deposit, for the broadband connections provided under this agreement, up to 31 connections per DSLAM.

For Broadband connections provided on USOF Subsidized Tariff plans, the USP shall not recover any charges towards installation, registration and security deposit.

(B) Modification in Annexure-I: Affidavits and Formats for Subsidy Claim & Attachments:
a) Existing Point No. 8 in the Affidavit, as given below:
That every connection has been provided with a CPE of which is an ADSL Type-I modem or a modem of higher specification or an in-built modem in PC/Computing device/Laptop.
is modified, as given below:
That every connection on the USOF Subsidized Tariff Plan has been provided with a free CPE by way of ADSL Type-I modem or a rebate of Rs. 850 in case of CPEs of higher specifications.

b) New Point No. 8(a) between existing point No.  8 and 9 in the Affidavit is inserted, as stated below.
That every connection for which CPE subsidy has been claimed, the CPE subsidy has been passed on to the subscriber by the way of free ADSL Type-1 modem or a rebate of Rs. 850/- in case of CPE of higher specifications.

c) Existing Point No. 9 in the Affidavit, as given below
That every connection, which has been provided to the users along with a computing device/broadband access device, has been given a rebate equivalent to the amount covered in the USOF subsidy.

That every connection on the USOF Subsidized Tariff Plan, which has been provided to the users along with a computing device/broadband access device, has been given a rebate equivalent to the amount covered in the USOF subsidy.
d) Existing Point No. 12 in the Affidavit as given below 
That the USOF subsidized packages for rural wire-line broadband connections are being provided, as specified in the Agreement.

is modified, as given below:
That the USOF subsidized packages for rural wire-line broadband connections are being provided, as specified in the Agreement, and without recovering any charges towards installation, registration, security deposit charges. 

(C) Modification in Appendix A: List of Rural Exchanges covered under the Agreement with Exchange-wise Subsidy Rate 

 
Further, it has been communicated by BSNL that at the time of signing of the said Agreement, whereas some rural exchanges have been left out, some urban exchanges have been inadvertently included and details of some other exchanges are to be corrected. Therefore, modifications are to be made to Appendix A to the said Agreement.

The additions/deletions/corrections of exchanges are made to Appendix A to the said USOF Agreement and the same are given in Annexure I – IV to this Amendment. The summary of rural exchanges, showing updated No. of exchanges circle-wise, along with the No. of additions/deletions/details of corrections of exchanges, is given in Annexure-I. The Annexure-II shows the complete list of rural exchanges to be added (total 1679) in the circles of Maharashtra , Kerala, Haryana, Chennai, Karnataka,  Andaman & Nicobar, Punjab, Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat , Tamil Nadu and UP(W).The Annexure-III shows the complete list of rural exchanges to be deleted (total 796) in the circles of Maharashtra, Kerala, Andaman & Nicobar, Punjab, Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu and U.P.(W). The Annexure-IV shows the list of rural exchanges whose details/particulars are to be corrected in the circles of Punjab, Chennai, Rajasthan, Kerala, and Karnataka.
 The subsidy rates for the added exchanges (Annexure-II) and the corrected exchanges (Annexure-IV) would be intimated in due course of time. However, the subsidy rate would be the same as applicable to the respective district in which the subject added/corrected exchange is located as given in the Agreement No. 30-160-8 /WIRELINE-BB/2006-USF Dated 20.01.2009.
